Helpful tips forStarting Seeds.

Starting Indoors
It is important to first determine when and which seeds need to be started indoors. Check packages

for growing instructions. Once you have detéred what plants you need to start inside, you can
then think of the pots, containers, soil and amount of room you are going to need to get growing!

Sail

When starting seeds indoors, a soilless;mpbeed growing medium is the most convenient to use.
Soiless mixes are generally made up of peat, perlite (improves drainage) and vermiculite (aids in
water retention) along with some nutrients. These mixes are, for the most part, free from disease,
insects and weed seeds

Sowin

Follow the instructions othe back of the package, some large seeds such as watermelon or squash
seeds can be seeded directly into the pot where they will grow until transplanting outdoors. Small
seeds can be scattered thinly owal surface. After germinatiorthe tiny seedlingsan be separated

and transplanteihto larger containerd.ight levels during germinatiooan be important with some
flower seedvarieties

For example petuniasd impatiens seed should notdmrered with soil and reqgu light to sprout.
Some seedsych as pansies and genamis, require total darkness.that case, cover the flat or
container with black plastic argheckevery day As sooras seedlings are visible remgdastic and
place the flat in bight light. Most plants can bgrown in fiber paks with 48 seedlings per pack,
dependingn the plant. Some vebles, such as lettuce and tadbage family, can be sown

di r e c tckllg with oneplani per cell. Growing in ciebacks helps to eliminate rodisturbance
at the time of transplamt.

Soil temperature
Thisrefers to the ideal temperature requitedhitiate germinationMost seeds germinate at a soil

temperature of 1:22°C.Keeping the temperature withihis range can be hard, esglly for seeds

like pepperswhich take morettan a week to germinate. Regulartamperature is generally

warmer than the soil temperature, and is not sufficient enough to warm the soil. For best results try
using a propagation mat, heating cable or hotbed. A really warm room, such as a furnaceayom

be suitable, depending on the seed.

Soil moisture

Thisis equally as important as temperature. The seed needs water to help soften the seed coat and
stimulate root development. Once the root has penetrated into the soil, the young seedling emerges
from the soil towards the light. If the soil is allowed to dry during this process, the germination will
be delayed or, in most cases, ended. Pg 4



To keep the soil moist, mix the growing medium with water, enough so that if a handful
is squeezed, arsll dribble of water will run out. After mixing, sow your seeds accordingly and then
cover the containers with clear plastic; this can be anything from freezer bags, plastic wrap, or the
clear domes which come with some of the large holding trays. Usénglastic covering will help to
keep the moisture and humidity in the soil. If you find the soil dries out due to the constant heat, use
a water bottle which will provide a fine mist or watering can with a gentle nozzle, so as not to
disturb or bury theeeed deeper. After germination, be sure to remove the plastic and place plants
under grow lights in a bright, soutacing window.

After Germination

Lighting is critical when starting plants indoors. Without sufficient light, the plants will become tall

ard leggy, which in turn will make them prone to bending and breaking. When growing plants
indoors, make sure you have at least a bright south facing window along with an adjustable
fluorescent light suspended from the ceiling, or use a table top or sheléflighting stand to hang

over the seedlings. Young seedlings will require 16 hours of light and the plants mustdbhe ¥ r o m
the lights at all times for proper growth. Feeding plants, whether they are in the garden or growing as
transplants indoorss important.

You will need to start fertilizing young seedlings with a mild or small dose of a balanced
fertilizer. Some fertilizers include fish emulsion, compost tea and blended fertilizers sucB@s 20
20 or 1530-15. Whichever fertilizer you use, sare to dilute to half the strength for the first few
feedings and then gradually work up to full strength. Feed plants weekly.
